POV continues to showcase innovative films

POV continues its 38th season with three new titles this month airing Mondays at 9 pm.
Television's longest-running showcase for independent nonfiction films, POV premieres 14-16 of
the best, boldest, and most innovative programs each year on PBS.

In Colombia, a nation marred by profound racial and
socioeconomic disparities, a Black woman from a rural
background challenges the status quo by launching

a presidential campaign. Reappropriating the term
“igualada,” Francia Marquez catapults a movement
to the upper echelons of power by refusing to “know
her place.” Fifteen years in the making, Igualada:
Refusing to Know Your Place (July 7) demonstrates
how unprecedented change can happen.

Filmed over four years, Made in Ethiopia (July 14)
lifts the curtain on China’s historic but misunderstood
impact on Africa and explores contemporary Ethiopia
at a moment of profound crisis. When a massive
Chinese industrial park lands in rural Ethiopia, a
dusty farming town finds itself at the new frontier

of globalization. But as initial hope meets painful
realities, they find themselves, like their country, at a
pivotal crossroads.

The Ride Ahead (July 21) follows Samuel Habib, a
typical 21-year-old who is itching to move out, start
a career, and find love. Yet every rite of passage is
fraught with challenges due to unexpected seizures
and uncontrollable movements caused by a rare
genetic disorder. His labored speech and use of a
communication device are barriers to a social life. He
craves more independence and a family of his own
one day. Can a community of disability activists help
him follow his dreams?
